6. Evidence of Employment – Originals and attested copies

    leave from the employer on company letterhead.  If student is resigning 
    from the job, a work reference from the employer on company letterhead is  
    a must.  The company’s address and phone number must be included on 
    the letter.
7. Two reference letters from professors/HOD/tutors of previous 
    College/university.
8. Portfolio - Candidates seeking entry solely on the basis of industry experience 
will be required to demonstrate, through their written application.
